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             Contract  of copyrights transfer

Concluded on 16.05.2022,  between:

I. The Polish  Sociological Association (PTS), based in Warsaw at  72, Nowy Swiat St, 
00-330 Warszawa, Poland,  represented by PTS President Krzysztof Konecki,  hence referred to as the Editor,

and,  
§ 1 The object of the licence granted is publication of  the text:

in no …….Polish Sociological Review
§ 2

The Authors affirms his right to grant the licence mentioned in § 1, and declares that the paper is the original work of the author(s), and has not been published in whole or in part elsewhere and, (b) the paper  is not simultaneously being considered for publication  elsewhere in English. The work which is the object of the licence does not infringe the copyright of a third party.

§ 3

1. The Authors grants to the Editor a non-exclusive licence for a single publication of the work described in § 1.

2. The Authors commits himself not to authorize any other Editor to publish the work which constitutes the object of this Contract.

3.     Within the meaning of this Contract, single publication means a publication of  at least 100 copies and  no more than 1000 and will appear by June 30th  2022.
§ 4

1. The Editor commits himself to edit the text in amount defined in § 3, act 3 of this Contract, till …… 
2      The Editor will publish the work at  his own charge, and bears all costs of  promotion and   distribution of the publication.

§ 5

Validation of  the transfer of copyrights acquired by the Editor under this Contract requires the Authors’  permission in written form.
§ 6

The Authors grants the rights as defined in §3  free of charge to the Editor.

§ 7

Prior to the release of this work, the Editor is obliged to enable the Author to correct the proofs of his work in due time.

The Author is not entitled to remuneration for his proofreading.

If, following the proofreading, changes have to be introduced in the text, for reasons beyond the Author’s control, expenses for the introduction thereof are charged to the Editor.

If  the Author does not correct the proofs of his work, he is understood to consent to release of his work  without changes.

The Author incurs all costs of  changes he is culpable for, if the changes are introduced when typesetting is already in process and if they increase typesetting costs by over 15%.

§ 8

The Editor commits himself to respect the Author’s personal rights, in particular:

- not to introduce any changes into the work without the Author’s consent, unless they are evidently necessary and the Author has no legitimate reasons to object to them,

- to respect the right to authorship, including the Author’s right to decide in what way the authorship is designated,

- to attach importance to the renown and good reputation of the Author and his work.

The title of the work  may be changed only by mutual consent.

Once the Editor receives the whole work, he is thereby authorized to make a decision about the first publication of the work.

In matters relative to the object of this Contract that are not regulated in the provision of the Contract, the following apply accordingly: Copyrights Contract: regulations of the act of 4th February, 1994  on copyright and related rights ( Consolidated act : Dz.U. <Journal of Laws> No 80 entry 904), and Civil Code regulations.

§ 10
